Section 2.2.5. Board Officers.  

The officers of the Board shall consist of a President, Vice President, Treasurer, and 
Secretary. At its regular meeting in December, the Board shall elect one of its members 
President, one of its members Vice President, and one of its members Treasurer. The term of 
office for President, Vice President, and Treasurer shall be for one year; provided, however, 
that each serve at the pleasure of the Board and may be changed at any time with or 
without cause. In the event of a vacancy, the office may be filled immediately by election of 
the Board. There shall be no limit as to the number of terms that an individual may hold an 
office. The Board shall appoint a staff person to serve as Secretary, who shall serve at the 
pleasure of the Board for an indefinite term.  

Section 2.2.5.1. Duties of the President.  

The President shall have the following duties: 
(a) To assure that a written agenda is prepared for each Board meeting while retaining the
right to approve the Agenda and any related documents prior to publication
(b) To preside over Board meetings and preserve order and decorum.
(c) To determine questions of order and enforce rules of the Board, subject to appeal by the
entire Board of Directors.
(d) To call special meetings.

(e) To execute all resolutions and contracts of the District.
(f) To recommend appointments to Board committees, subject to approval by the Board of
Directors.
(g) To perform other duties imposed from time to time by the Board of Directors.

Section 2.2.5.2. Duties of the Vice President. 

The Vice President shall perform the duties of the President in the absence of the President 
or in the event of a vacancy in the office of President.  

Section 2.2.5.3. Duties of the Treasurer.  

The Treasurer shall have the following duties: 
(a) To review, verify, reconcile, and approve the District Treasurer’s report and provide a brief
overview for the Board’s approval.
(b) To review the invoices of the District’s monthly accounts payable.
(c) To review all credit card charges.
(d) To review Staff time charges and petty cash fund.
(e) To be the signer on all District checks after they are signed by the General Manager.
(f) To reconcile the monthly bank statement.
(g) To verify that all checks on the bank statement were signed by the Board Treasurer or an
alternate Board member and from the check images that the payee on the paid check
matches the payee listed on the check register.
(h) To approve withdrawal of funds from the investment accounts.
(i) To perform the duties of the President in the absence of the President and Vice-
President.
(j) To perform other duties imposed from time to time by the Board of Directors.

Wildfire Grant Awarded 

MHCWD has been awarded a special grant from the 
California Fire Foundation for preventing, preparing and/or 
responding to major events, including wildfires and other 
disasters. The foundation has teamed up with funding 
partners across the state to help local fire departments, 
firefighter associations, fire safe councils and other 
community-based organizations through individual grants. 
This grant will fund expanded wildfire fuel reduction efforts, 
clearing brush, fallen trees, and other vegetation to create a 
fire break on District easements following our water line. 

PRV Replacement Project 

The District has awarded a contract to upgrade our treated water system to C. E. Cox Engineering. The project is focused 
on four of the eight pressure-reducing valve (PRV) stations in our distribution network. These stations, originally installed 
in the early 1990s, play a vital role in maintaining safe and consistent water pressure throughout the community. 

Construction is scheduled to begin in early 2026, with completion expected by May 2026. The upgraded stations will 
feature new pressure-regulating valves, improved piping, a bypass for maintenance flexibility, and water meters. The 
water meters will help our field staff monitor water flows more closely, identify potential leaks sooner, and further 
support our ongoing water-conservation efforts. 

To reduce project costs, the District is supplying key components—including water meters and pressure-regulating 
valves—purchased through a generous grant from Placer County Water Agency. This funding saved the District 
approximately $20,000. The total construction cost for the project is $130,000, including a small contingency. 
This upgrade is an important investment in the long-term reliability and efficiency of our water system, and we look 
forward to keeping the community updated as the project progresses.

Winter Tips 

• Protect your water lines: Check all your water lines from the meter to the house to ensure there are no exposed
lines or fixtures. They should be sufficiently insulated to prevent freezing.

• Disconnect and drain outdoor hoses: All hoses should be disconnected from outside faucets to prevent breaking
faucets and the connected pipes.

• Locate your water shut-off valve: Check for the location of your water shut-off valve and make sure it is working.
Do not use the District’s shut off valve in the meter box.

• Leaving Home for an extended period? If you turn the heat off, consider turning the water off at your shut-off
valve. If you turn your water off, also consider turning the hot water heater element off.
